Rounding Decimals
Example #1:


Round 3.785 to the nearest hundredth

Solution:
  If the digit to the right of the given place is:

         • below 5, do not change the given place.

• above or equal to five, add 1 to the given place.  


3.785

So the answer is 3.79

Example #2:


Round 6.83 to the nearest tenth

Solution: 
6.83
So the answer is 6.8
