Children who turn four years old by December 31 are welcome to enrol in Junior Kindergarten.  
Children who will turn five by December 31 are eligible for Senior Kindergarten. 

Sometime either in June or over the course of the summer, the school will contact the parents, 
either by letter or telephone call, with a date and time set aside for the parent(s) and child(ren) to 
meet the teacher in September.
